“With soft, supple tannins, this wine is
great with or without food.”

Adam Richardson, winemaker for Save Me, San Francisco Wine Co’s inaugural release, has a history of
crafting Petite Sirah. He likes focusing on small lot techniques, which tame the tannins to make



accessible wine, but retain all the depth and complexity that is uniquely found in Petite Sirah. “Just like
music, we believe that wine should be accessible,” says Stafford. “A 750ml bottle for only SRP $9.99,
one can share and revel in Drops of Jupiter moments with the ones they love.”

A portion of the proceeds from Drops of Jupiter sales will be in support of Family House, a non-profit
organization providing temporary housing to families of seriously ill children.
